CHANGES GOVERNING THE PRACTICE OF DENTISTRY IN SINGAPORE
· Use of titles and appointments conferred by overseas institutions

Council advises that dentists, who have been conferred titles and appointments by overseas institutions (does not refer to registrable qualifications and degrees), should not display such titles and appointments on their local clinic stationery. Dentists, however, can list such titles or appointments on their conferring university’s or institution’s name cards, stationery or any other business cards (not local clinic stationery)

· Display of qualifications/titles on clinic stationery
For additional qualifications that are not related to patient-care, Council recommends that they will not be accepted as displayable qualifications and should not be listed on their clinic stationery. Dentists, however, can include non-patient care qualifications or titles on their own business (not clinic) cards or stationery.
